MONTHLY COMPETITION RULES

· A total of 3 images can be entered per club competition.

· No more than 2 entries may be entered into the set subject, open, storytelling, or creative category. No prints are accepted.
Each new member will start in the beginner section, irrespective of previous club achievements

We recommend that all entries should have been taken during the last 12 months

The following guidelines must be adhered to when entering digital images:

· Sizing of images: the images below depict the MAXIMUM pixel count in any axis. Images may be smaller.
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· Images must be saved in JPEG (.jpg) format and in the sRGB colour domain
Our categories and the rules for entry are as follows:

Creative: Anyhting goes; extensive digital manipulation is allowed and one must be able to see that the image has been manipulated

Set: Images entered must clearly portray the set theme for the month. Only basic manipulation like levels, dust/scratch removal, sharpening and cropping allowed

Open: Images that do not fall into any of the other categories are entered here. Only basic manipulation like levels, dust/scratch removal, sharpening and cropping allowed 

Storytelling: Images should tell a story. Only basic manipulation like levels, dust/scratch removal, sharpening and cropping allowed.

Naming:
· Image names are divided into 3 sections divided by a hyphen "-",

· Category – "o" (not zero) for Open, "s" for Set subject, "c" for Creative, followed by the number of the image in that category

· Name – Photographer's name, last name then first name, separated by a space

· Title – Image title, maximum 24 letters. The use of special characters in the title like an apostrophe "' " (O'gradys, John's etc.) is not allowed.

ol-williams john-inferno.jpg

o2-williams john-crossroads.jpg

cl-williams john-psychedelic squares.jpg
c2-williams john-concentric circles.jpg

t2-williams john-surprise surprise.jpg
Please add borders to all digital images, even if you think it might not be necessary. This helps the judge to understand the composition and crop of your image.

Bronze = 1 point, Silver = 2 points, Gold = 3 points, Merit = 5 points 
The winner of the competition receives an extra point
Points for promotion (moving from 1 star rating to the next):

· 1 Star to 2 Star

24 points which must include 6 Gold awards

· 2 Star to 3 Star

A total of 72 points including 18 Gold awards

· 3 Star to 4 Star

A total of 168 points including 42 Gold awards, plus 6 salon acceptances

· 4 Star to 5 Star

 A total of 288 points including 72 Gold awards, plus 26 salon acceptances 
· 5 Star to Master

A total of 488 points including 122Gold awards, plus 86 salon acceptances

Merit awards are considered to be Gold awards when calculating the Gold award requirements. 
End of the Year Club Awards

Trophies/Prizes are awarded for:

Photographer of the year (most points in set subject, creative and open categories)
· Set Subject winner (most points for images entered in the set subject category)
· Open winner (most points for images entered in the open category)

· Creative winner (most points for images entered in the creative category) 
Certificates are awarded for:

· Most promising photographer

· Merit awards
